Please adhere to the following arrival windows as best as possible. Our experience has shown
that varying arrival times by floor and by even/odd room numbers keeps wait times to a
minimum, lessens bottlenecks in high traffic areas, and maximizes efficiency.

Be sure to use the main entrance to campus off of Hillsborough Street and have your room
assignment information handy so we can direct you to the correct unloading zone.
